Code Enforcement works with all divisions within the City of Meridian.

Code Enforcement enforces city ordinances written within Meridian City Code.
Residential code affects apartments. Code Enforcement needs permission to enter
private property.

When cars are parked blocking a stop sign, it doesn't matter if it is blocking the
view, the vehicle only needs to be 30 feet from the stop sign.

Code Enforcement can get cars towed from apartment complexes, if it is authorized
by property management. They can tag the car and after 48 hours, the vehicle can
be towed.

When apartment complexes are under construction, trash receptacles are required
to ensure the sites don't create hazards.

If an offense effects other properties, that is when code enforcement gets involved
such as nuisances (example: stagnant water).

Weeds that are over 8" in height, code enforcement can handle them. Weeds this
tall can be a fire hazard.

For graffiti removal, call non-emergency dispatch, patrol then will forward the call
on to Code Enforcement. A 5-day notice for removal is given to the property.

If there is a porch or balcony facing a public street and the resident is using their
porch and balcony for storage, it is not considered junk or a nuisance.
